incorporated in the display. This class requires that the exhibit
shows what the exhibitor(s) experienced, learned or knows.
4. Judges may award a best of show ribbon for each section.
WHOLE CLASSROOM EDUCATIONAL EXHIBITS
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1. The maximum size is to be NO LARGER than 22” deep x
48 wide x 48 high—unfolded at 45 degree angle.

2. The exhibit is to be three dimensional. Two dimensional post-
ers and displays may be incorporated in the exhibit.

YOUTH CLUBS AND ORGANIZATIONS

1. Exhibit is by invitation to ensure enough space is allotted for
all displays and to make provision for organizations outside of
the school district to qualify. Petition the Fair Executive Com-
mittee for invitation.

2. Space will be assigned on a first-come, first-serve basis.

3. The exhibit area will be an 8’ x 30” tabletop with a 4’ maxi-
mum height from the tabletop.
